Someof theRyegrass
is still green. The plots are full of deer tracks and droppings. We
will mow and
lightly disk in
September and
should get the
C r i m s o n ,
Arrowleaf, and
maybe some
Rapeseed, back
from seed. The
White Clover
willstillbethere
as well. Just
d o n ! t t h i n k
there is a better
annual mix for
downheretotellyouthetruth.

It appears that
the key to winter
survival is to
m a i n t a i n a

minimum of 3
inches of stubble heading into winter and then make sure to
wait a littlewhileafterSpringgrowthbeginsbeforegrazing. It
seems that theHSGvarietiesareoneof the firstgrasses tostart
growing and as a result people turn the animals into graze
before the plant has been able to restore the carbs consumed
over thewinter.
